Men's Ministry is active with 
weekly Men's Fraternity 
gatherings on Thursday 
mornings from 6 - 7:30 
am. Each week 50 men 
gather for breakfast and 

their choice of one of two "manly" studies. In addition, 
70 men enjoyed Basketball @ The Barn in early 
March as they tried to cheer the Badgers to 
victory. The Barn at Badger Farms has become a 
popular spot for our men. Our last activity, “Taming 
Your Passion Seminar” challenged 50 men and teens 
to find support and battle daily sexual temptations as 
men of God. Look for a weekend conference in July to 
be hosted at Door Creek Church to help couples deal 
with the destructive nature of sexual addictions in their  
marriages.  
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Many Door Creek Church people are 
planning to go and reach people with the 
Gospel through three upcoming 
trips! The trips are planned between 
June and October. In June, students 
and adults from Xtreme are going to serve with our partners at 
Los Olivos in Sumpango, Guatemala. They will be working with 
children and teens in the schools. In August, a team of women 
are going to Belize to assist in women’s ministry and build on 
existing relationships to further take the love of Christ to people 
in need. A healthcare team returns to Guatemala to conduct the 
next in a series of healthcare ministries in Sumpango during the 
last week of October.
