Monday, December 20" was graduation night for the participants of Dave Ramsey’s Financial Peace course.
Seventy people met on Monday nights for thirteen weeks to be empowered with practical skills to beat debt
and master finances.

One of the assignments for the class was to total their debt excluding their home mortgages. At the end of
the class the debt was tallied again to see how much debt the class as a whole paid off. Over a 13 week
period the fall session of Financial Peace paid off $131,814.00 in debt!

Solutions for homeless families

How Door Creek Partners with The Road Home

Door Creek supports several programs with The Road Home organization, one of which is the Interfaith

Hospitality Network (IHN). IHN is a network of 13 congregations of various faiths in the Madison area that provide
housing to homeless families during their search for affordable housing. Only families with children

participate in this program. Once a family is accepted into the program, they live in a host congregation for one week
at a time and then move to the next church/temple. Door Creek partners with Trinity Lutheran Church to provide
meals and support 3 days of the week while the families stay at Trinity. The service we provide is a vital part of the
families' transition to housing. As you can imagine, these families are going through extreme stress as they try to raise
their young children while looking for a home and oftentimes employment. Having a home cooked meal and
supportive Christian hosts is very comforting to them in their time of need.

There is a limited core group of volunteers from Door Creek that serve in this ministry on a regular basis, but this is
often not enough to cover the three dinners and evening companionship that we provide. Serving in this ministry is
extremely rewarding as you can read from the experience described below by Jaimes and Mary Johnson...

Mary and | had a chance to serve in the Road Home Buddy Church ministry in September. We had heard about the
partnership that Door Creek has with other churches to provide support to families who are in transition from
homelessness to housing, but realized that we didn’t know much more than that. When we discovered that this
important ministry had a need for volunteers one Saturday evening, we contacted Lisa Marostica.

Lisa was great at explaining the detail around what we could do to help. It was clear that she was passionate about the
benefit that this ministry brings to the families. Her personal involvement was an inspiration and encouragement to us.

When we arrived, we found Lisa with members of other local churches preparing the meal (each of us brought a dish
to share). The entire preparation process was organized and efficient.

After we prepared the dining area, we were able to meet the Road Home family. | was struck by how grateful the
family was for having the opportunity to share a meal with others. We also appreciated the spirit of humility that the
volunteers had for having the opportunity to serve.

After the meal we moved to the activity area where we were able to entertain the two small children with games while
their parents took a well deserved break. | had forgotten how easy it is to entertain a 2 and 6 year old. | think | had
more fun playing with the toy cars than they did!

We have since learned that this family was able to find housing in time for the birth of their twin boys. They are all
healthy and doing well.

We found the experience to be a great reminder of the love that Christ has for all people and an encouragement to
move beyond our comfortable lives and reach out to others in need. It was also great to meet other Christians from
other churches who have a passion for service.

We strongly encourage anyone who is looking for an opportunity to serve to consider spending a few hours serving a
Road Home family. We know that it will be a blessing to you.
