If we are honest, there are times when we feel like the world
has turned us upside down and inside out. How can it be that
God would use us at Door Creek to change the world with His T
love? We have to remember that the book of Acts tells us that Acts: The Church That Changen the’¥)orln ™
Christ’s followers were ordinary men and women, unschooled-
no degree by their name, only that they had been with Jesus, witnessed His death and res-
urrection and were filled with His Spirit. Not long before they had been hiding in the back
alleys of Jerusalem. Yet these are the ones who turned the world upside down--and it's
never been the same.

Spending time pouring through the Book of Acts in preparation for our upcoming series, |
am amazed to see how Jesus moved His mission forward through a bunch of Christ-
followers much like you and me--but then again maybe we aren’t that similar. If the Spirit
checked out of our lives would anyone notice? Do we believe that God still heals and still
works miracles? Do we pray for boldness when threatened or rejoice when persecuted? Do
we love our brothers and sisters enough to sell stuff so that their needs are met?

The book of Acts is all about our mission “changing lives to change the world.” Recently our
staff and stewards have discussed ways to grow our church to be a church for all people no
matter what--a church that not only reflects the mosaic of Madison but the family of God. A
church for young and old, rich and poor, believer and skeptic, a church where race, gender
or occupation won't divide us- no matter what. We wonder how God will do this.

There’s been exciting discussions regarding our first multi-site (scheduled to launch Sept
12, 2010). Questions like where will it be, who will lead the charge, how many will go, what
it will look like, bring us to our knees asking God for wisdom and help. When | read the
book of Acts this week | realized this is exactly what happened as Christ’s followers became
Christ’s witnesses in the power of the Spirit establishing churches made up of Jews and
Gentiles, slave and free, rich and poor; churches that started in Jerusalem and by the end of
the book are in places as far away as Rome, Italy.

We are in for a treat this summer as we travel back to the early days of the church in

Jerusalem and follow God'’s unstoppable mission of bringing the simple

message of the forgiveness of sins through Christ, the Son of God who

died and rose again. This message needs to turn us upside down as we

join God in changing lives to change the world. e
