
 

So what does it mean?  You have heard me 
say it over and over—do you get it, are you 
all in? 
  
Before we get into things, do me a  
favor.  Think back to the churches you have 
been a part of over your life, whether Door 
Creek is your first church or your fifteenth.  I 
want you to scan those congregations in your 
mind and describe them.  I was doing this 
today and realized that the little Scotts Kirk 
we went to in Lausanne Switzerland during a 
sabbatical was probably the most diverse 
church I have been a part of.  There were 
people from all over the world who spoke  
different languages, had different skin color, 
different levels of income and education, but 
they all ended up in this small English  
speaking congregation.  The other churches 
were very much alike.  We looked the same, 
talked the same, had similar educations, and 
were definitely north of “middle class.” 
 
Now look at our church, what do you 
see?  Before we go any further it’s probably 
good to remember the verse in I Sam 16:7 
which says, that man looks at the outward  
appearance but God looks at the 
heart.  That’s just it—God sees the heart-- 
we see what surrounds it and depending on 
what we see we are attracted or not. 
  
The leadership of Door Creek Church 
dreams of a church that is changing people 
into devoted followers of Christ from all walks 
of life.  People who are welcomed here not 
because they have the right economic status, 
or a certain educational pedigree, not  
because they are of Northern European  

descent or of a certain skin color, but rather 
they are welcomed here because they are 
created in God’s image and are objects of his 
love.  They are the ones Christ came to save 
and none of us deserved it--we all stand on 
level ground at the cross; sinners con-
demned to die, sinners who are loved by a 
merciful and just God. 
  
We have been studying this subject as a 
Stewardship Board, looking for the principles 
from God’s Word which will guide us.  We 
have seen God’s heart for all, His mission to 
unite all things through Christ to Himself.  We 
saw how Israel abused the very people they 
were to care for and protect.  We marveled at 
how Christ loved all people throughout His 
life, all the way to the cross.  Our study in 
Acts this summer had us looking at a very 
heterogeneous church in the first century 
and, of course, the end of the story in the 
book of Revelation pictures a church for all 
people made up of every nation, tongue and 
tribe (Rev 7:9). 
  
Join us this fall as we dig into God’s Word 
and allow it to change our thinking and living 
as together we seek to become a church for 
all people.  May what’s on God’s heart be on 
all our hearts as we seek to change lives to 
change the world and live out our value of 
the “richness of community.”
